Attendance  
Following the Nottinghamshire County Council attendance policy, St Wilfrid’s enforces a policy aimed at maintaining 
regular school attendance, which is crucial for a child’s education. As part of this policy, parents who take their children 
out of school for holidays during term time without permission will face penalties. We will issue fines to discourage 
unauthorised absences, which disrupt a child's learning and affect their academic progress. Fines are £80 per parent, per 
child, if paid within 21 days, increasing to £160 if paid within 28 days. Persistent absence may result in further legal 
action, including prosecution. St Wilfrid’s encourages parents to prioritise their child’s education by avoiding term-time 
holidays and ensuring regular school attendance. We thank you for your support in this.  

 

 
 
 

Behaviour 
At St. Wilfrid’s CE Primary School, we aim to foster a respectful and inclusive community based on Christian values. We 
expect all children to behave considerately, develop responsibility, and contribute positively to the school environment. 
To maintain a safe and supportive atmosphere, mobile phones must be handed in at the start of the day. Our behaviour 
policy emphasises positive reinforcement, fairness, and restorative practices, with tailored support for individual needs.
